1. Stock Stadium--- Roarr Approved Stock Motor, Any 6 cell Battery Pack, No lithium Batteries, Foam Tires allowed

2. Open Stadium Truck-----   Any Motor Brushed or Brushless, Any Batteries “lithium OK”, Foams allowed

3. Spec Sedan--- Any 4 wheel drive touring car, Reedy Radon Motor, Unmatched 6 cell Battery, Rubber Tires, Any body OK

4. Stock Rubber Sedan—4 wheel drive touring car, roar approved stock motor, 6 cell matched batteries allowed, No Lithium, Any body ok

5. Mini T- Must run Box Stock Motor, 6 cell battery ok, No lithium.
Oval Class
1. Sportsman: roar rules. 41 oz rear cut out / wing, 4 min. 4200 batt

2. Stock: will follow the BRL rules, EXCEPT the 2 pack only batt. Rule 

3. 4300: wing / rear cutout OK -- new roar weight and body height rules 
Kid class: keep lap times close. 
Both BL class---- 4200 mah batteries. / 5 min.

Purpose

The directors of Cheese City X-treme RC (CCXRC) want your time here to be pleasurable and safe.  We therefore have established the following rules and regulations that will guide the activities while at CCXRC events.  Enjoy and remember this is a hobby. 

Fees

· First vehicle class: $15

· Each additional class: $5

· Children 10 years and younger: $5 per class.

· CCXRC members receives a $5 per day (not per vehicle class) discount.

General Rules

· Please Register Before you Practice to help us get started on time.

· The race director has the right to refuse any entry application for any valid reason. 

· All drivers must attend the drivers meetings. 

· Reverse is not allowed to be used while in competition. 

· Corner cutting or “short tracking” will not be allowed.  A warning will be issued to any driver observed by the race director to not following course and if the violation is repeated, a lap, complete heat or main point standing may be deducted at the race director’s discretion.
· Any one found messing with another racers equipment will be disqualified from the next heat.  
General Vehicle Rules
· Chassis protector required on all trucks 

· Body or chassis, or any components of the vehicle must not drag on carpet.

· Any vehicle that is unsafe or damaging the track must be removed from the track immediately.
Race Officials

· Any official has final say in any matter at any time and also reserves the right to remove any person from the grounds. 

· Race officials can order an inspection of any vehicle suspected of violating a class specification rule at any time.  Failure to allow this inspection will forfeit the racers remaining races without refund.  Points accumulated towards seasons standings may also be canceled, depending on occurrence. 

Spectators

· All spectators must stay at least 3 feet away from the track during practice and racing to allow the drivers clear sight lines to the track.

· No spectators are allowed on the drivers’ stand.

· Spectators please sit on provided bleachers
Marshaling

· All drivers must be available to marshal the race that is after their race.  Failure to be available to marshal may result in a penalty, such as a one lap penalty for a qualifier or main, at the race director’s discretion.

· Calling to a marshal to alert him/her to a vehicle in need of marshaling is acceptable, but remember, the marshal didn’t crash your car, you did.

Race Format

· No more than 8 cars/trucks will race in a heat.  If more than 8 vehicles are registered, multiple heats will be set up.

· Races will be announced 5 minutes ahead of heats or mains.  

· Main race duration will generally be as follows: 

· Sportsman (beginner)
4 minutes

· Spec, Stock

5 minutes

· Open


5 minutes (may be increased to 6 or 8)

· Race times may be reduced to 4 minutes depending on entry quantity and time restraints at race director’s discretion.

· Drivers must have the vehicle to the starting line prior to the start of the race.  Late entrance allowed only by the race director. 

· Race schedules are important, a 60-second grace period maximum will be allowed for the mains only (no grace in the heat races). 
· Vehicles will be lined up for each qualifier and main in a staggered layout approximately three feet apart according to qualifying order (random order for first qualifier).

· Vehicles disabled during racing will be turned off or turned over until the end of the race.  

· If a race needs to be stopped for any reason (scoring breakdown or any other reason) the race director may determine that the race is official if it has completed at least 3 minutes.  The race director may also cancel the qualifier or main depending on circumstances.
· Any driver will be requested to pull his vehicle as commanded by the race director for: 

· Driving the track backwards, 

· Broken vehicle that may cause harm or damage, 

· Un-sportsmanlike conduct, 

· Missing safety gear (bodies, gear covers, etc.). 

· WHEN COMMANDED BY THE RACE DIRECTOR TO PULL YOUR VEHICLE OFF THE TRACK, DO SO IMMEDIATELY!!  QUESTIONS OR CONFLICTS WILL BE RESOLVED WHEN SAFE CONDITIONS PERMIT.
Sportsmanship and Behavior
· It is the intention of this program to promote a family oriented environment.  Any abusive language or unsportsmanlike conduct toward anyone (or their possessions) will not be tolerated.  Immediate removal from the grounds will be requested at the race official’s discretion.  No race fees will be refunded for those asked to leave due to an infraction of sportsmanship. 
· Drugs and alcohol are not permitted.

· Keep your pit area and the race area clean.  Pick up trash; wipe off pit table at the end of the race day.

· All drivers participating in the event are expect to assist with set-up, takedown, and track changeover.

· Rough driving may result in a warning or disqualification.
· No smoking allowed with in the school building or on the grounds. Please be off of the school property. Failure to do so can result in as much as a $200.00 fine. May also result in the loss of the school building by the club.
· Please use the restrooms located in the Gym. Please remain in the gym of cafeteria. Anyone found anywhere else in the building will be asked to leave the building for the remainder of the day or night.
· Please keep an eye on your children. We do not want anyone to get hurt. Please do not allow them to climb on any of the schools property.
Class Descriptions and Rules

· There will not be a formal technical inspection.  All drivers will use the honor system.  
· Race officials have the right to inspect any equipment at any time.

Sportsman Class
· Intended for beginner drivers as a class to develop driver skill.  Any drivers with an obvious advantage will be moved up to stock class.

· Any electric stadium truck.

· Rubber or foam tires.

· No battery limit.

· No motor limit.

· Chassis protector covering all screws on bottom of chassis is required (duct tape is acceptable).

Stock Stadium Truck
· Any 2wd 1/10th scale stadium truck.

· Rubber or foam tires.

· Stock 27 turn motor.

· Any batteries up to 4400mAH.  No LiPo batteries at this time.

· Chassis protector covering all screws on bottom of chassis is required (duct tape is acceptable).

Open Stadium Truck
· Any 2wd 1/10th scale stadium truck.

· Rubber or foam tires.

· Any brushed or brushless motor.

· Any batteries, LiPo are acceptable.

Mini-T Truck
· Stock motors,  & 6 cell battery packs allowed
· Bearing, oil shocks, and other hop-ups are acceptable.

Spec Road Course
· Any 4wd 1/10th scale car.

· Rubber tires only.

· Reedy Radon motor only (available for purchase).

· Unmatched stick packs only.

· Any car or truck racing body is acceptable.

Stock Rubber

· Any 4wd 1/10th scale car.

· Rubber tires only.

· Stock 27 turn motor.

· Any car or truck racing body is acceptable.

· 6 cell matched packs allowed

· No lithium batteries.

Other classes, such as Tamiya Mini Cooper, or Tamiya silver can motor class will be considered if there are at least three drivers participating in the class.

Drivers must start at least one qualifier race to be awarded race points.

Safety

· All cars must have a body on while on the track to protect everyone from the moving parts. 

· When being cornered, please do not throttle up.  Use the brakes when others have their hands near the vehicle. 

Radios and Frequencies
· Frequencies will be recorded by the race director at sign in.  Do not change operating frequencies without clearance from the race director.  

· Frequency clips must be used during open practice and in the pits any time a vehicle is being operated when not racing.  The clip will be displayed on radio antenna immediately upon removal from the board and be immediately returned when done tuning/practicing.  

· Operation of your vehicle when races are in process requires race director approval. 

· Frequency conflicts will be the responsibility of the racers to remedy.  All racers shall have at least one back up frequency.  The race director will post conflicts.
